Today at a ceremony at the BNB in the presence of the Governing Council members, the winners in the 2010 scholarship competition of the BNB - Ivan Jordanov Ivanov – a master’s degree student at the Varna University of Economics and Tsvetelina Ivanova Marinova – a Ph.D. student at the UNWE, specialty „World Economics and International Economic Relations (European Integration)” - received officially their award certificates.
In the period October – December 2009, the BNB conducted its annual competition for the award of its 2010 scholarships. The applicants were students pursuing a master’s and Ph.D degrees in law, economics, business administration and management, and informatics and computer sciences. A total of 30 candidates applied for participation in the competition. The candidates meeting the requirements were 27, 22 students pursuing a master’s degree and 5 – a PH.D. degree. 

For a period of ten months the winner master’s degree students will receive scholarships of BGN 500 per month, and for those pursuing a Ph.D. degree the scholarship is BGN 700 per month. 

The main goal of the scholarships is to support master’s and Ph.D. degree students to specialize in and research on subjects of significance for the BNB areas of operation, and in a longer-term perspective to be attracted to work for the Central Bank.
From 2004 to 2010, 106 students and Ph.D candidates took part in the BNB scholarship competitions, and 12 scholarships were awarded in the same period.
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
