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St Mina is one of the most loved and revered
warrior saints. In Greek, his name means “of the Moon,”
or “of the Month” Born in the Egyptian city of Alexan-
dria in the second half of the 3rd Century AD, the young
Mina enlisted in the garrison of Tribune Firmilian at
Cotyaeum - largest city of Phrygia in Asia Minor. At the
time (between AD 284 and AD 305), the Eastern Roman
Empire was ruled by two of the cruellest persecutors of
Christianity: Augustus Diocletianus (AD 284-305) and his
son-in-law Caesar Galerius Maximianus (AD 293-311).

As a Christian, Mina could not continue in the
army that hounded his co-religionists and withdrew into
the desert to a hermit’s life. He returned to Cotyaeum
during a great pagan festival in AD 304 to denounce idol
worship, preaching the true faith in fiery words as he
condemned the fallacies of paganism. Prefect Pyrrhus
ordered Mina detained and tortured until he denounces
Christianity for all to hear and brings sacrifice to pagan
idols. The saint refused, enduring his cruel torment and

death bravely. Christians gathered the
great martyr’s relics, transferring them
2015 2. to his native Alexandria some years
100 reBa hence. Later, a church was erected
on the site of his grave, becoming
