The first higher school for professional musicians in Bulgaria, the State Academy
of Music, was founded in 1921 by virtue of a decree of Tsar Boris Ill. Its first rector
(1021-1931) was the renowned composer and music pedagogue Dimitar
Hadzhigeorgiev. Its outstanding lecturers were Dobri Hristov, Ivan Vulpe, Stoyan
Brashovanov, Stoyan Dzhudzhev, Hristina Morfova, Dimitar Nenov, Andrey and Veselin
Stoyanovi, Lyubomir Pipkov, Marin Goleminov, Parashkev Hadziev, Hristo Brambarov,
Vladimir Avramov and many others.

In 1995 by a decree of the Council of Ministers the Academy was named after
Prof. Pantcho Vladigerov, a famous composer, musician, conductor, pedagogue and
public figure, and in May 2006 by decision of the National Assembly it was renamed
to National Academy of Music (NAM).

Initially, the NAM known as the Bulgarian State Conservatory was located at the
corner of Vitoshka Str. and Denkonglu Str, and since 1928 at Budapest Str. After the
heavy Anglo-American bombing of Sofia in 1944 it was temporarily evacuated to
Svoge.

Today, the NMA has buildings at Evlogi i Hristo Georgievi Blvd. and Acad.
Lyudmil Stoyanov Str. The Academy consists of three faculties (Theory, Composition
and Conducting faculty; Instrumental faculty and Vocal faculty) where 50 majors are
taught and specialists in all musical areas and genres are trained: theoretical studies,
training of performers (instrumentalists and singers), composers, conductors, directors,
pedagogues, producers and music and music programme distributors in the area of
classical, folk, pop and jazz music and ballet. The Academy includes also a symphony
orchestra, student orchestras and a choir, a teaching opera theatre and an opera studio
with the National Opera. It houses also a library with a rich collection of unique
musical works and a phonotheque.

Among the Academy’s graduates are Nikolay Gyaurov, Nicola Chiuselev, Gena
Dimitrova, Raina Kabaivanska, Stoika Milanova, Mintcho Mintchev and other
world-famous artists. Its teaching staff includes brilliant representatives of the
contemporary Bulgarian music school — a guarantee for the quality of education, which
combines the European and world culture with Bulgarian musical traditions.

The NAM has signed agreements for creative and scientific cooperation with a
number of foreign higher schools of arts. The success of its graduates and lecturers
who are part of world’s music elite is proof of its contribution to the development of
the national culture and international prestige of Bulgarian music art.
