With over 70 years on the stage, the Bulgarian theatre, television and
film actress Stoyana-Maria (Stoyanka) Mutafova (2 February 1922 - 6
December, 2019) is among the actors with the longest artistic career.

Born in the family of the writer Konstantin Mutafov in Sofia, Stoyana
graduated from the First Sofia Girls' High School in 1941. Then she studied
classical philology in the Sofia University ‘St. Kliment Ohridski” and acting in
the State Theatre School at the Ivan Vazov National Theatre in Sofia
(1946-1947) and later in the Theatre Department at the Academy of
Performing Arts in Prague, Czechoslovakia, with Prof. Salzer (1947-1949). She
worked in the DISC and Alhambra theatres in Prague from 1946 to 1949 and
in the National Theatre in Sofia from 1949 to 1956. Stoyanka Mutafova is a
founder member of Aleko Konstantinov Theater of Satire where she worked
from 1956 to 1991. Then she became part of the company of Adriana
Budevska Drama Theatre in Burgas.

During her long career, she starred in over 90 plays and created
outstanding roles. She participated in cinema, television and pop music
productions.

Stoyanka Mutafova was awarded a number of distinctions. In 1963
she was bestowed the Honoured Artist title and in 1980, the People’s Artist
titte. She was awarded ‘St. St. Cyril and Methodius’ order, | class (1962),
‘National Order of Labour’, gold (1972), ‘Stara Planina’ order (2002), and
‘Paisy Hilendarski’ state award (2001). In 2002 she was honoured with the
Bulgaria’s lifetime achievement award for contribution to the theatre art
‘Askeer’. And in her last national tour in 2017, she received over 20 badges
of honour from the towns on whose stages she played. There is a panel with
her hand prints on the Wall of Fame in front of Theatre 199. Spectators of
several generations call her Mrs. Natural Disaster with love and respect.
