Pancho Vladigerov has a remarkable contribution to the Bulgarian
musical heritage as a composer, conductor, pianist and music pedagogue.
He composed in a variety of genres: symphonies, concertos, chamber and
stage music, vocal and piano music, etc.

He was born on 13 March 1899 in Ziirich, Switzerland, but spent most
of his life in Bulgaria. He received his musical education in Sofia and Berlin.
During his stay in Germany (1912-1932), Pancho Vladigerov twice won the
prestigious Mendelssohn Scholarship of the Berlin Academy of Music. He
worked as a composer and music director, creating some of the true
masterpieces in Bulgaria’s musical treasury: piano variations on ‘Gorda Stara
Planina” song, Vardar Rhapsody;-Bulgarian Suite, Seven Symphonic Bulgarian
Dances, etc. In 1936-1942, he was representative of Bulgaria in the
Permanent Council for International Cooperation, between Composers.
During his long creative career, Maestro Pancho Vladigerov — the founder
of a variety of genres in Bulgarian music — created compositions that
sounded at most famous stages in the world: ‘Tsar Kaloyan’ opera, Piano
Concerto No 3, ‘Improvisation and«<Toccata’, ‘Legend of the Lake’ ballet,
‘Concerto Fantasy for Cello and Orchestra’, ‘Jewish Poem’, ‘Lyulin
Impressions’, ‘Shumen’, ‘Episodes’, ‘Aquarelles’ piano miniatures and other
outstanding pieces of music.

For more than 40 years, Pancho Vladigerov was a professor. at the
National Academy of Music, which today bears his name. He worked
intensively up to his final days (8 September 1978), leaving over 20,000
pages of music manuscripts. The composer won high Bulgarian and foreign
awards, including the prestigious Herder award. His music is a magnificent
expression of the deep emotional relationship with Bulgarian cultural
traditions, successfully combining Bulgarian folk art motives and classical
music.
